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Required Health Trainings
Act 375
Each school nurse will participate in a one-hour in-service sickle cell disease training program with materials provided by LDOE. The program shall include information on symptoms of and treatments for sickle cell disease in children and shall include, at minimum, the following:
(1) The medical needs students may have in a school setting related to the physiological complications of the disease, including but not limited to anemia, sensitivity to heat and cold, increased urinary frequency, pain episodes, fevers, and stroke.
(2) Possible accommodations in the classroom, at recess, and during school mealtimes for students who experience health problems associated with sickle cell disease during the school day.
(3) Methods for communicating with parents and other school personnel in order to support positive academic outcomes for students with sickle cell disease.
 
Act 378
All teachers, support staff, and other administrators will also receive training on how to recognize signs of opioid-related overdose, proper storage and administration of naloxone or another opioid antagonist, and emergency follow-up procedures, including the requirement to summon emergency services either immediately before or immediately after administering the naloxone or other opioid antagonist as determined by the LDOE.
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
